Challenges

* The data collection are limited by sectors and not well linked

* Most of individual data are collected at schools or health service units
level, but they are not input to the data system

* There are no clear vision about ECCE data management
* Human resources for data collection and management



Next Step

* Apply the ECCE prototype and GEQAF to analyze the system;
(GEQAF - General Education Quality Analysis Framework)

* Find out the area and planning for improvement
(including data management issue)

* Finalize the Data Standard
(the indicators to collect at the school level and summarize in the
local/national level)

* Review the existing EMIS with the Data Standard
(EMIS - Education Management Information System)
