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Introduction

Many countries are recognizing and placing strong emphasis on the importance of 0-3
years and childminding services. Seychelles is no exception and has made remarkable
progress in this area. In 2014, the Institute of Early Childhood Development (IECD) was
mandated through the IECD Act 2014, to regulate childminding service, grant
registration and ensure compliance with standards. The registration of Childminders
was initiated in 2016 following enactment of the IECD (National Standards on
Childminding Regulation) 2016.

According to the IECD Act 2014, a 'Childminder is a person who takes care of four or
more children of and below the age of four for a fee or remuneration’. The person
provides a safe and caring environment where children can play and develop life skills,
offers parents a greater choice of quality, flexible and affordable childcare and family
support service.

This booklet presents childminding services being offered by nine registered
Childminders on Praslin and La Digue. Its aim is to provide information on registered
childminding establishments to parents, relevant authorities and services in the
community, and the generalpublic.



Mrs. Emilie Lesperance

BAIE STE ANNE, PRASLIN

Background:
Mrs. Emilie Lesperance was officially the

first Home-Based Childminder to be
registered with the IECD, something she
is very proud of. The mother of three boys
has been caring for children in her home
at Baie Ste Anne on Praslin for the past
three years. Although she recognizes the
challenges in caring for children, Mrs.
Lesperance feels that it is important to
have patience in everything one does
and to be guided spiritually. In 2017, Mrs.
Lesperance was awarded with a
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Certificate in Basic Paediatric First Aid
after completing the course offered by
the Red Cross Society of Seychelles. Her
childminding establishment has been
approved by IECD to care fora maximum
of 10 children. She employs an Assistant
to help herwith the children.
