The Institute of Early Childhood Development (IECD) conducted an

assessment in 27 Day Care Centres across the country (Mahe,

Praslin and La Digue) from 11th- 20th February 2019 with the aim of

establishing the quality status of services being provided in all Day

Care Centres.
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This study was carried out in two parts : (i) The baseline assessment

of the quality of day care service provision in collaboration with

SEED Institute, Singapore and (ii) a survey exploring the

characteristics of day care operators and the perspectives of

parents accessing day care services. This Factsheet presents the

results from the surveys.
